IF Montana had regional average PPD frequency and Montana’s PPD medical
costs were comparable to the regional average, Montana’s loss costs would
be approximately 40% less.

If Montana’s loss costs had been 40% less in 2008, Montana’'s workers comp
rates would have been ranked approximately 20" in the nation by the Oregon

rate study.
