Meets two times per year (last meeting held February 15-16, 2012)

Required to provide the Legislative Finance Committee (and other designated interim
committees, if any) with summaries of each meeting and recommendations made to
DPHHS (DPHHS must provide these same committees with its rationale for not
accepting or implementing any Council recommendation)

Reviews the Mental Health Block Grant Plan and makes recommendations to DPHHS
Advocates for adults with serious mental illness, children with serious emotional
disturbance, individuals with co-occurring disorders, and other individuals with mental
illnesses

Monitors, reviews, and evaluates, not less than once per year, the allocation and
adequacy of mental health services within Montana

Budget Information
Federal law requires states to perform mental health planning as a condition of receipt of federal
Mental Health Block Grant funds. Montana receives an annual grant of approximately $1.2

million.
