Chairman Gallagher, Public Service Commission, gave an overview of
Northwestern Energy's application for the purchase of PPL's 12 Hydro Facilities.
(Exhibit 1)

Bob Nelson, Consumer Counsel, commented on Northwestern's purchase
application as the case stands at present on May 9, 2014. He questioned not
buying the dams but at what price and under what conditions? He argued that
the public is more interested in the economic benefits of the dams. He believes
that NorthWestern's proposal at the current proposed price, is not about
economic benefits. They have three concerns relating to how NWE calculated
the purchase price. The overriding concern is how much the ratepayers will have
to pay for these facilities. He made several suggestions to mitigate the increased
costs.

John Fitzpatrick, NorthWestern Energy, talked about NWE's application to
purchase the PPL dams. The purchase price is determined by the seller, not the
buyer. He disagreed with the Consumer Counsel's concerns. (Exhibit 2)

Public Comment

Sen. Brad Hamlett, SD 10, talked about the water rights held by PPL. He
believes that the state needs to secure these rights to ensure water usage during
times of drought and thinks the purchase should go through. It may be the only
time to secure these water rights.

Chris Christians, Montana Farmers Union, spoke about the Missouri River Basin
Advisory Committee's report that there is not enough water coming down the
Missouri in July and August to take care of PPL's water rights for their dams. This
affects the water rights of senior water right holders who live downstream.
