= An investigation of the allegation and surrounding facts was
performed.

= The Commissioner has issued a sufficiency decision, finding a
violation of Montana’s Campaignh Finance and Practice Laws.




ROADMAP: WHERE WE ARE GOING

= The Commissioner’s decision is forwarded to the County Attorney,
13-37-124, Mont. Code. Ann. (2013).

= The County Attorney has 30 days to initiate civil or criminal action,
or to waive the right to prosecute, /d.

= Once the case is back with the Commissioner

= Work with the parties to come to a settlement decision

= File a complaint for civil or criminal prosecution, and proceed

Lair, et al. v. Murry and Bullock, 9" Cir., Nos. 12-35809, 12-35889.

Issue is whether Montana’s campaign contribution limits for individuals,
political committees and political parties are constitutional, 13-37-216,
Mont. Code. Ann.

Proceedings are stayed pending the outcome of McCutchen v. FEC, (12-
536) in the US Supreme Court. Oral arguments were heard on October
8, 2013, and a decision will be issued before the end of June 2014.
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
