Characterizing abandoned (unknown waste) drum site, Black Eagle (April 2016)

Background:

SB96 allows DEQ to use orphan share account funds to take remedial actions to address risks to human
health or the environment at hazardous substance/petroleum sites where there is no readily apparent
potentially liable person that is financially viable. SB96 also allows DEQ to use the funds to monitor
the performance of remedial actions as well as to assess sites and collect data with a goal of closing
those sites. Not more than 20% of the funds may be used for that purpose. SB96 was effective July 1,
2015.

Progress since July 2015:
DEQ has initiated contracts or begun work at 82 project sites.

Although funds allocated to approved projects are approaching the entire $7,000,000 appropriated
amount, we anticipate that some of these projects may come in under budget. This will allow other sites
to be funded.

Five petroleum releases have been resolved and several more are being reviewed for closure. Several
additional releases are expected to be resolved when the data is received that demonstrates
contamination is below screening levels.
