Ms. Erb asked if the BLM has considered FWP's model of success with the
Arctic grayling as a possible solution in high density areas on private property.

Mr. Baker
said the overall goal is to make sure to address issues identified by the U. S.
Fish and Wildlife Service as key stresses to the bird. He said the program is
trying to build an option for addressing predation.
