Background: 
SB96 allows DEQ to use orphan share account funds to take remedial actions to address risks to human 
health or the environment at hazardous substance/petroleum sites where there is no readily apparent 
potentially liable person that is financially viable.  SB96 also allows DEQ to use the funds to monitor the 
performance of remedial actions as well as to assess sites and collect data with a goal of closing those 
sites.  Not more than 20% of the funds may be used for that purpose.  SB96 was effective July 1, 2015. 
 
Progress since July 2015: 
DEQ has initiated contracts or begun work at 77 project sites.  

• Approved scopes of work  
o Hazardous Substance or Water Quality Act - $5,167,062 (13 sites) 
o Petroleum Tank Release - $1,472,331 (63 sites) 
o Mine Waste - $352,959 (1 site) 

• Expended funds - $2,649,342 
 

Although funds allocated to approved projects approach the $7,000,000 appropriated amount, we 
anticipate some projects will come in under budget.  This will allow other sites to be funded. DEQ will 
also continue to seek other funding to continue work beyond the SB96 funding. 
 
Eleven petroleum releases have been resolved and several more are being reviewed for closure. Several 
additional releases are expected to be resolved when the data is received that demonstrates 
contamination is below screening levels.

It may also mean that cleanup was completed and is protective of 
human health and the environment. 

Resolved For petroleum tank release sites, this is defined in section 75-11-521(5)(c), MCA, 
as a determination by  DEQ that all cleanup requirements have been met and that 
conditions at the site ensure present and long-term protection of human health and 
the environment.  
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
