COMMITTEE ACTIONS

On March 22, the committee heard presentations related to its House Joint Resolution 24 study
of community services for adults with developmental disabilities and toured several group
homes and day programs operated by Westmont, a Helena provider. On March 23, the
committee heard and acted on the recommendations of the subcommittee that worked on the
HJR 20 study of transparency in health care pricing; heard and acted on a request related to
the administrative rules for the medical marijuana program; and heard presentations on federal
Medicaid activity and on the effects of Medicaid expansion on individuals and providers in
Montana.

The committee:

. adopted five of the six recommendations made by the HIR 20 subcommittee, deciding
against the recommendation to take further action on prescription drug prices;
. agreed to send a letter to the Department of Public Health and Human Services asking

for clarification on why a 6-month Medicaid reimbursement rate cut of 2.99% will be
carried over into Fiscal Year 2019 at that same level when the cuts will be in effect for a
full year rather than only 6 months;

. asked staff to draft — for review at the committee's May 14 meeting — a formal
objection to the medical marijuana rules that have been adopted by the Department of
Public Health and Human Services (DPHHS);

. asked for further information or bill drafts on the following HIR 24 topics: crisis services,
assessment tools, direct care worker wages, the policy for a provider removing a client
from services, and the structure and use of individual cost plans; and

. decided against holding its May meeting outside of Helena, as previously discussed.
