Rep. Hamlett asked Mr. Benevento about what the EPA proposes to do about air
impaired by forest fire emissions.

Rep. Hamlett asked Mr. Benevento about contacting the agencies that are
responsible for land management and requesting that they look at health
problems as a component of management.

Mr. Brenden commented on his concern regarding private property rights and
the definition of "water of the United States". He asked Mr. Benevento to pass
along his concerns about federal rules and regulations.

Mr. Vincent thanked the agency for the work done on the Butte superfund site
and asked Mr. Benevento about the status of the petition to strike down the order
that made settlement talks on cleaning up the site confidential and when more
information will be released to the public.

Martin Hestmark, EPA, via telephone, said they have shared documents with the
other parties involved and are meeting next week to resolve the differences.

Mr. Benevento said he hopes that it will resolve quickly after the meeting.

Sen. Vincent commented on concerns about air quality during fire season and
said that the EPA can help by lifting restrictions and allow wider burning
windows.

Sen. Vincent asked Mr. Benevento about the Libby superfund site operable unit
(OU) 3 and if anything will be done this year in the low risk area of vegetation to
reduce the fuel load and risk of fire.

Mr. Benevento said he did not think that Montana is out of compliance with any
of the national ambient air quality standards and said he will look at the
restrictions on burning. He referred the question about OU3 to Ms. Stavnes. Ms.
Stavnes said she will provide more information to the Council.

Sen. Vincent said the remedy and costs for the other operable units will be
ongoing and asked Mr. Benevento if they have discussed the disposition of the
money that will be left over once the Libby superfund site is settled and the
potential to put the funds into a state special revenue account for the ongoing
costs.

Sen. Vincent said that during the EPA's regional discussions on the "waters of
the United States" they need to take into consideration how they apply the
definition of adjacency to a headwater state like Montana.

Sen. Vincent said that early cooperation from the EPA on National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) projects will help in earning interagency
support.

Sen. Vincent asked Mr. Benevento about the federal standards for nutrients.
Sen. Vincent thanked Mr. Benevento.
