In January, you received a copy of a procedure used at the Montana State Prison (M SP) to outline
how locked housing units at the prison are operated. That procedure was a September 2013
version. Attached to this memo is an updated procedure from March 2018. This procedure
includes revised definitions, and the final page of the document outlines the incentive level
privileges available to an inmate in locked housing. The creation and use of the incentive levels
was discussed by department and prison staff during the January 2018 committee meeting.
