Budget Summary - LFD Fiscal Report
The legislature approved a reduction of 0.2% or approximately $221,000 when compared to
the 2017 appropriation. Significant changes adopted by the legislature include:

• Reductions to general fund and state special revenue appropriations, which included
reductions to impacted federal special revenue and personal services funding related to
1.43 FTE. 

• Reductions to general fund, state special revenue, and federal special revenue
appropriations due to an additional 2% vacancy savings.

• Increases in federal special revenue appropriations for 2.00 FTE for Electronic Security
System and Real Property Specialist positions. 

• Increases in 1.00 FTE for an Antiterrorism Coordinator position, which is a net-zero
expenditure because the increase to personal services is offset by a decrease in
operating expenses.
