"44-7-120. Supportive housing grant program (1) W-thin Subj ect

to subsection (6), within the limts of avail able funds, the

Mont ana board of crinme control shall develop and adm nister a
supportive housing grant programto i nprove access to housing for
peopl e reentering the community fromthe crimnal justice system
or who have a crimnal history.

(2) Counties, cities or towns, and tribal governnents are
eligible to receive grant funding.

(3) Gant funds may be used to provide case nmanagenent and
housi ng pl acenent services, support |andlord engagenent
activities, hire housing specialists, and build or manage
risk-mtigation funds to reinburse | andlords for tenant-rel ated
property damages or expenses.

(4) In admnistering the supportive housing grant program

t he board shall
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(a) identify priorities for funding services, activities,
and criteria for the receipt of program funds;

(b) nonitor the expenditure of funds by organizations
recei ving funds under this section;

(c) evaluate the effectiveness of services and activities
under this section; and

(d) adopt rules as necessary to inplenent this section.

(5 (a) Grants avail abl e under subsection (1) consist of
state appropriations and federal funds received by the board for
t he purposes of adm nistering the supportive housing grant
program or any funds received pursuant to subsection (5)(b).

(b) The board may accept gifts, grants, and donations from
ot her public or private sources, which nust be used within the
scope of this section.

(6) In a year when funds are avail able for distribution

pursuant to this section, a percentage of the funds equal to the

percent age of persons i ncarcerated or supervi sed by the

departnent of corrections in the previous year who are Aneri can

| ndi an nust be awarded to eliqgi ble uses, as provided in

subsection (3), that serve Anerican |ndi an of fenders."
