program also provides enhanced instructional opportunities for immigrant children and youth. Funds are
distributed to states based on a formula that takes into account the number of immigrant and EL
students in each state.

e  WIDA = suite of summative English language proficiency assessments. WIDA ACCESS is given annually to
English learners in kindergarten through grade 12 in WIDA Consortium member states to monitor
students' progress in learning academic English.
