1. Purpose:

Amend 13-37-225, MCA to allow the voluntary filing of campaign finance documents and reports with county election administrators.

2. Background:

Currently, candidates and political committees must file copies of required reports with the Commissioner's office and the election administrator in
the county of residence. The agency anticipates an on-line campaign filing system to be fully operational before the 2008 primary election. If a
candidate or committee files a report on-line, the public can access those filings through an Internet-based search function via a personal
connection or by a public connection located in each county. Public access to information is enhanced and the need for filing two copies is
eliminated.
