The State Emergency Response Commission (SERC) created and implemented a state hazardous material response plan enhancing current local 
response capabilities. The plan called for the formation of six regional hazmat response teams. These teams are currently funded with homeland 
security funds. Changes in national priorities for homeland security funds and the anticipated reduction of Montana's allocation will eliminate the 
current source of funding for these teams.
