
TSEP will provide $30.2 million for infrastructure projects through the funding of the 2019 Session, 20% of total project construction costs. 

 

 

Water and wastewater systems are the costliest of local government infrastructure. The project costs funded in the state grant programs 
averaged $2.3 million for water projects (highest cost-$6.5 million) and $3.5 million for waste water projects (highest cost-$18 million). 
Overall state assistance with these costs from all sources is 24%. (data from preliminary financial package planning)
