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Recommendation for Specialty Hospital Definition 
 

 
Specialty Hospital is any licensed hospital in which 40% or more of the entity’s 
equity is owned by MD investors.  
 
AND 
 
Any single MD owns 2% or more of the entity’s equity 
 
Federal language recently passed by the House last week applies the above 
definition.  It is our recommendation that draft bill LC8888 follow a similar broad 
based definition of “specialty hospital”. 
 
If a definition demonstrates a significant limitation or restriction to the existing 
LLC hospital entities in Montana, I would recommend a grandfathering clause that 
allows the existing entities to continue with their operations subject to the equity 
ownership provisions defined above.
